ELIGIBILITY

This campus-wide program is open only to graduate sludents al UCLA and seeks lo support students in the completion of their thesis/dissertation.
Application for the fellowship in African American Sludies is open only o doctoral students who will have advanced lo candidacy by the beginning of the
fellowship year.

FUNDING

The lerms of the fellowship may range from 1 to 3 quarters and will cover in-state tuition and fees plus a maximum slipend of $6,000 to $7400 per
quarter. Restrictions apply regarding acceptance ol supplemental employment and/or other awards during the fellowship year. Contact the IAC Office for
further information.

APPLICATION GUIDELINES

The fellowship review commillee is comprised of UCLA scholars from a diverse range of disciplines.
Only complete applications will be considered. The lollowing components are required for a complele application:

1. Statement of Purpose
Give careful consideration Lo the statement of purpose. Present your academic and career objectives, as well as any distinclions thal could augment
your research. Explain and support why your research should be considered meriloriows Lo the appropriate Ethnic Sludies Research Center. Address
the: following in your statement. Limil: 2 pages single-spaced.

& Whal are your primary academic goals and research interests?

b. How do you see your participation in this fellowship program as developing these goals and interests? Clarify any specific impact on leaching and/for
scholarly research in ethnic studies.

. How will participation in this fellowship program contribute to your academic, professional and personal development.

2. Research Summary
Summarize the research project you have selected for your thesis/dissertation. Stale your invesligalive approach lo the problem, theorelical
background, methodology, and analysis plan. Limit: 2 pages single-spaced (12 pt. fonk, 1 inch margins).

3. Transcripts
All applicants must have transcripts for all college-level courses taken in degree-granting programs sent to the Ethnic Studies Research Center to
which they are applying. Request transcripls well in advance of the deadline.

4. Supporting Documents
a. Secure letlers of recommendation from three facully members with whom you have worked most dosely. Enler conlact informalion for your
raferences and provide references with a copy of your proposal. Your references will be sent an e-mail with a link o the Appraisal Form, which
they can submit online. Note the "received by" deadline. Applications withoul all the primary and supplemental materials by the deadline will not be
reviewed.
